THE VERSATILITY AWARDS

The Versatility Trophy honors the dog who epitomizes the range of attributes and abilities embodied
in the whippet. It is awarded to the whippet with the best average score for the event — con-
sisting of the ASFA field trial, WRAstraight race, NOTRAU-val race and a minimum of one
of the two matches (obedience & conformation). An exhibitor may enter both matches, and the
higher score will be counted.

Each event will provide competitor with a score from 0 to 10. This individual score is calculat-
ed using the whippet’s placement in the event and the number of whippets it competes against.
At the conclusion of the last event, an overall average of the events entered is computed which
determines the most versatile whippet.

The first place whippet will have its name added to the perpetual trophy to stand with the other
winners from each preceding year. Trophys and ribbons are also awarded to many other whippets
who give their all, but don’t quite make it. The whippet that completes the event, but finishes
last will be honored with the Versatility Turtle and the Perpetual Turtle trophy.

Remember, in this competition the winner may not be the best at any one event, but must excel
at all events to be this years Versatility winner.

Decisions by the Field Committee, consisting of the secretaries for each event and the event coor-
dinator, are final. Such disputes and protests that may arise concerning the Versatility Award
will be resolved by the above mentioned committee before the conclusion of the event. No dis-
putes or protests will be considered more than 1 hour after announcing the Versatility awards.

DIRECTIONS TO Govenor Bacon Health Center

NOTE: RT. 13 IN THE VICINITYOF, and south of NEWCASTLE, to south of the CANALand, ST.
GEORGES has been replaced by a new 2 & 3 lane road. Going north or south on Route 13; it turns
into Route 1 with a new high level bridge across the canal. To use this road go north or south to reach
the exit at Route 72, turn right or left when exiting, in the direction of Delaware City. Go past the
Valero Refinery into Delaware City, through light, and over small bridge, turn left into Governor
Bacon Health Center.

If you are coming North or South on Rt. 195 or South from NJ over the Del Memorial Bridge you can
use Exit 4A off of I-95 onto Route 1 South. Then use the directions above to the site. Or you can get
off at the 896 exit, go to Rt40, go EAST on 40 to RT 72. Follow RT 72 to Delaware City.
